Violation of any provision of the Urbana Local Traffic Code will subject the parking 
violator to a maximum fine of Two Hundred Fifty Dollars ($250.00) per violation, which 
may be imposed if the City of Urbana elects to initiate collection proceedings through the 
judicial process. 
 
Stopping, Standing or Parking Restricted or Prohibited On Certain Streets 
  Article XIV, Section 23-192 (f) (2) 
The display of a fraudulent parking permit shall carry a fine of not less than One Hundred 
Dollars ($100.00) nor more than Two Hundred Dollars ($200.00) per day.
