Ms Patt informed the Conmittee that at |ast Wednesday’'s neeting of the
Hurman Rel ati ons Conmi ssion, the Conm ssion voted to ask that the
Council add $1,000 to the budget for next year for training for

conmmi ssioners. |In the current year’s budget $1,000 was budgeted for
training and all but a few dollars of that has gone unspent because the
training that they would like to do is one that is presented by the
John Marshall Law School Fair Housing Project and it costs nore than

t he amount they had budgeted. The Comunity Devel opnent Services
Departrment will be able to help with a portion of the cost, since they
have sone noney in their budget for nonitoring fair housing conpliance.

This itemw |l be added as an anendnment to
the budget that will be acted on by Council next week (June 17, 2002).

Ms Wnan noved to anend the notion to include sexual orientation class
and every other category and classification that is addressed under the
Urbana Human Rights Ordi nance. M Huth seconded. Debate ensued.

M. Whel an and Ms Patt accepted Ms Wman’s notion as a friendly
anendment. The notion carried by voice vote, as anended.

Mayor Satterthwaite and Bruce Wal den (Chief Admi nistrative Oficer)
informed the Conmittee of the process the City plans to use in hiring
the personnel director. (See attached.) Ronald G enore’s |ast day on
the job is scheduled for June 28, 2002. Vacellia dark will assune the
position of Interim Personnel Manager in addition to her duties as
Human Rel ations O ficer. Oher job responsibilities will be

DI SCUSSI ON OF CONCERNS RAI SED BY THE RHODES CASE

inquired if it would be advisable to have the City Attorney, Human
Rel ati ons O ficer and Mayor give their opinions for inproving or
possi bly reviewi ng the Human Rel ati ons Ordi nance. M. Welan nmade a
nmotion entered as follows: “I would nake the nmotion that the Cty
Admi ni stration, to include the Gty Attorney, the Human Rel ati ons

O ficer and the Mayor, give us their advice on the possibility of

i mprovi ng our Human Rel ati ons Ordi nance with special consideration of
the following itens:

That witten notification shall be with the City Council as to
whet her or not there is a probably cause to forward a conpl ai nt
to the Urbana Human Rel ati ons Conmi ssion for its consideration
meaning at the tine that there is a conplaint, perhaps the
Council should be informed of the transgressi on and whet her or
not it is deemed worthy of consideration.

Secondly, the notion would include special consideration of

i mprovi ng the screening process for prospective nenbers of the
Commission. That is to say, if sonmeone is not going to be here
for a long period of time, that they m ght not gain the
experience that they would need to proceed with these various
conplaints; or if they have no background in dealing with matters
of social consequence, they might be better serving the Gty in
sonme ot her capacity.

Possi bly including sonme provision that will preclude the expense
of individuals involved having to go to court for redress.

Finally, for allowing (a defendant) the right to petition the
Council for a hearing. That is to say if the person feels that
before they go to a court there is sone reason for questioning
t he concl usi on of the Comm ssion, that they should have the right
to come to the Council and say ‘this is what | think’ and present
their concern.”

Chair Oto seconded for the purpose of discussion. Debate ensued.

Fol | owi ng debate, M. Welan withdrew his notion.
