AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE CITY OF URBANA COMPREHENSIVE PLAN 2005

(Annual Comprehensive Plan amendment - Plan Case 1993-CP-06)

WHEREAS, State law (65 ILCS 5/11-12-7) empowers the City

Council to review, adopt, and amend comprehensive plans.

WHEREAS, the Urbana City Council on April 11, 2005 in
Ordinance No. 2005-03-050 adopted the 2005 City of Urbana

Comprehensive Plan; and

WHEREAS, the 2005 Comprehensive Plan contains goals,
objectives, policies, and other recommendations pertaining to
land uses, housing, neighborhoods and public infrastructure in

the community; and

WHEREAS, evolving issues and trends since the 2005
Comprehensive Plan was adopted have necessitated amending the
Plan so as to maintain it as a wvital and relevant decision-

making tool; and

WHEREAS, after due publication and proper legal
notification of a public hearing on August 10, 2006, the Urbana

Plan Commission voted 4 ayes to 1 nay to recommended adoption of

the amendment to 2005 Urbana Comprehensive Plan to the Urbana
City Council other than proposed new implementation strategies

nos. 88-101; and

WHEREAS, the City Council finds that it is in the public
interest to adopt an amendment to the 2005 Urbana Comprehensive

Plan.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE

CITY OF URBANA, ILLINOIS, as follows:

Section 1. The attached documents, “Greenways and Trails Map”,
and “Implementation Program - Existing Implementation Strategies
No. 1-87”, and incorporated herein by reference are hereby
adopted as part of the official Comprehensive Plan of the City
of Urbana and shall replace corresponding sections or maps of

the 2005 Comprehensive Plan.

Section 2. The City Clerk is directed to publish this Ordinance
in pamphlet form by authority of the corporate authorities.

This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after
its passage and publication in accordance with the terms of
Chapter 65, Section 1-2-4 of the Illinois Compiled Statutes (65

ILCS 5/1-2-4).
