SUBJECT: An Ordinance Revising the Annual Budget Ordinance (Illinois Arts Council 

Public Art Program Operating Support Grant - 2012) 

 

Introduction and Background 
 

In April 2011, the City of Urbana submitted an application for a Program Grant for an Arts 

Service Organization from the Illinois Arts Council (IAC) for general program operating support 

in Fiscal Year 2011-2012. Since 1965, the Illinois Arts Council, a state agency, has developed 

the state’s public arts policy, fostering quality culturally diverse programs, and approving grants 

expenditures. When applying for Program Grants, organizations do not make particular requests; 

rather applicants submit past, current, and next fiscal year budgets, which the IAC uses to 

determine award amounts.  

 

On August 26, 2011, the City of Urbana received notice from the Illinois Arts Council that it had 

been awarded a $3,500 Public Arts Program grant for general operating support (Exhibit A). 

Awarded to exceptional arts organizations and organizations with significant arts programming, 

Program operating support grants may be used for general support of administrative and 

organizational overhead related to arts activities and arts programming. The award will assist the 

Urbana Public Arts program in its mission of creating a city where all residents engage with the 

arts in its many forms and where artists thrive and are valued. Due to the fairly small award 

amount and the fact that agreement paperwork (Exhibit B) had to be signed and submitted by 

September 9, 2011 in order to receive funds, staff was authorized by Ron Eldridge, City 

Comptroller, to sign the document on behalf of the city.  

 

This is the second consecutive year that the Urbana Public Arts Program has received a grant 

award from the Illinois Arts Council, and this year’s award is twice the amount of the one 

received in 2011. 2011 grant funds were used to increase marketing and promotions through 

updated print materials. In consultation with the Public Arts Commission, staff recommends the 

new grant funds be used for general support and improvement of programs, such as Urbana Arts 

Grants and Art at the Market workshops.  
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Fiscal Impact 

 

As the grant funds will be budgeted as part of the FY 2011-2012 budget, a budget amendment 

for $3,500 will be necessary for general support and improvement of programs. An ordinance 

approving a budget amendment is attached for Council review and approval.

1.  Forward the ordinance to City Council with a recommendation for approval. 

 

2. Do not forward the ordinance to City Council.

AN ORDINANCE REVISING THE ANNUAL BUDGET ORDINANCE 
 

(IL. ARTS COUNCIL GRANT, 2012) 
 

 

 

 WHEREAS, the Annual Budget Ordinance of and for the City of 

Urbana, Champaign County, Illinois, for the fiscal year 

beginning July 1, 2011, and ending June 30, 2012, (the “Annual 

Budget Ordinance”) has been duly adopted according to sections 

8-2-9.1 et seq. of the Illinois Municipal Code (the “Municipal 

Code”) and Division 2, entitled “Budget”, of Article VI, 

entitled “Finances and Purchases”, of Chapter 2, entitled 

“Administration”, of the Code of Ordinances, City of Urbana, 

Illinois (the “City Code”); and   

 WHEREAS, the City Council of the said City of Urbana finds 

it necessary to revise said Annual Budget Ordinance by deleting, 

adding to, changing or creating sub-classes within object 

classes and object classes themselves; and  

 WHEREAS, funds are available to effectuate the purpose of 

such revision; and  

 WHEREAS, such revision is not one that may be made by the 

Budget Director under the authority so delegated to the Budget 

Director pursuant to section 8-2-9.6 of the Municipal Code and 

section 2-133 of the City Code. 
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  NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY 

OF URBANA, ILLINOIS, as follows: 

 

  Section 1.  That the Annual Budget be and the same is hereby 

revised to provide as follows: 

FUND:  Public Arts 

 ADD EXPENSE:  Programming, Grant       

ADD REV:   State Arts Grant     

AMOUNT:   $3,500 

  Section 2.  This Ordinance shall be effective immediately upon 

passage and approval and shall not be published. 

  Section 3.  This Ordinance is hereby passed by the affirmative 

vote of two-thirds of the members of the corporate authorities 

then holding office, the "ayes" and "nays" being called at a 

regular meeting of said Council.
