AYVININNS

e Significantly fewer traffic stops

* No change in motivation for stop, reason for stop, percentage of STEP traffic
stops

* Increase in African American disparity ratio, decrease in Asian disparity ratio
* Driven by Q2 disparity
e Higher for non-STEP stops

e Fluctuations in disparity ratio for citation and warning outcomes, but remain
close to 1.00

e Spatially, traffic stops of African American drivers concentrated in areas with
high citizen-initiated calls for service and high African American Census
population
